The news from our world is dark as we seemingly plunge from one crisis and tragedy to an-

other.  The world feels hurried and impersonal.  Sometimes it feels that we are invisible, un-

seen and not valued.  We know how vital it is that each person is known, valued and cared 

for.  We sometimes need to be reminded that our Lord always knows us and cares for us.

 ”O Lord, you have searched me and known me!  You know when I sit down and 

when I rise up:  you discern my thoughts from afar.” 

John 3:16 

 “For God so loved the world, he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in 

him shall not perish but have eternal life.” 

 Stewardship begins here. It begins with recognizing that our lives, our gifts, and our 

stories are not overlooked or insignificant. When we know that we are seen and valued, we 

are also invited to truly see others—to notice, to care, and to respond with compassion.

   3. Monthly PAD donation 

You may request to sign up for a monthly Pre-Authorized Debit (PAD) donation. This option 
allows you to automatically make your donation monthly by allowing the church to debit     
your account for your donation. Forms are available next to the offering plate in the sanctuary 
or please contact the church office if you would like to take advantage of this giving option.

A quote from, Don’t sing songs to a Heavy Heart, written by Kenneth C. Haugk 

“The Bible speaks: 

Even though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for you are 

with me; your rod and staff, they comfort me (Psalm23:4) 

Just as the shepherd is with his sheep, God is with his people. His presence comforts. It 

means that wherever we are, in whatever situation, we are not alone… 

Aloneness is never so sharp as when someone is suffering. While God’s presence can be a 

powerful antidote to loneliness, suffering people may have a difficult time believing God is 

with them.
